1. It is recommended to install the waterproof connector for outdoor installation. 

2. To load default settings, press and hold the Reset button for more than 10 seconds.  
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2.  Installation 

Make sure that the wall or ceiling can support at least 3 times the camera’s weight and that 

the installation is done in a dry environment.  

 

2.1  Connecting Network Cable 

During installation, make sure to waterproof the network cable as illustrated below.  

 

Note: If the RJ-45 connector of the network cable has a jacket and cannot be threaded 

through the kit, remove the jacket. If the jacket cannot be removed, cut off the connector and 

install an RJ 45 connector without the jacket. 
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2.2  GV-GDRN4800 

Note: You should reinstall the lower dome within 4 hours of removal. Do not remove the 

protective film until installation is complete. 

 

1. Attach the drill template to the place where you 

want to fix the camera and then drill the screw holes 

and the cable hole on the wall according to the drill 

template.  

 

2. Rotate the trim ring anticlockwise to remove 

it from the camera.  

  

 

3. Loosen the screws to open the lower dome. 4. Route and connect the cables. 

5. Secure the camera to the wall with screws provided 

as shown below. 

 

6. Three-axis adjustment. Before adjustment, 

view the image of the camera on a monitor 

and then adjust the camera according to the 

figure below to get an optimum angle. 
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7. Install the lower dome back to the camera and fix it with the screws. Then put the trim ring onto the lower 

dome and then rotate it clockwise until it is locked. 
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3.  Accessing the Network Camera 

3.1  Looking Up the Dynamic IP Address 

By default, when the camera is connected to a LAN with a DHCP server, it is automatically 

allocated a dynamic IP address. Follow the steps below to look up its IP address, and then 

use that address to access its Web interface.  

 

Note: By default, the Administrator’s username is admin and cannot be modified. 

 

1. Make sure the PC used to configure the IP address is under the same LAN as the camera. 

Download and install GV-IP Device Utility from the company website. 

2. On the GV-IP Utility window, click the  button to search for IP devices connected to the 

same LAN. To sort, click the Name or Mac Address column. 

3. Find the camera with its Mac Address, and click on its IP address. 

 

4. For first-time users, you are requested to create a password.

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5. Type a new password, and click OK. 

6. Click on its IP address on the Utility window again, and select Web Page to access its 

Web interface. 

7. Type the set password on the login page and click Login. 

 

Note: To change the password using GV-IP Device Utility, click on the camera’s IP address, 

and select Configure > Change Password. Alternatively, you can change the password on 

the camera’s Web interface by clicking Config > Security > User; see “Modify User” in 3.6.1 

User Configuration in the user’s manual.  
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3.2  Configuring the IP Address 

If the camera is connected to a LAN without a DHCP server, the default IP address will be 

192.168.0.10. To avoid IP conflict with other GV-IP devices on the same LAN, configure an IP 

address as described below. 

 

1. Open your Web browser, and type the default IP address 192.168.0.10. 

2. Type the default username admin, and a password. Click Login. 

3. Go to Config > Network > TCP/IP to set the IP address.  

4. Select Use the following IP address and enter the static IP address and other 

parameters. 

 

 

5. Click Save. The camera can now be accessed with the configured IP address. 
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4.  The Live View 

Once you log in to the Web interface, the live view will be displayed as shown below.

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5.  Upgrading System Firmware 

GeoVision periodically releases updated firmware on the company website. To load the 

new firmware into the camera, follow the instructions below. 

 

Using Camera’s Web Interface 

1. On the Web interface, click Config > Maintenance > Upgrade. 

 

2. Click Browse to locate the firmware file saved at your local computer. 

3. Click Upgrade to start upgrading the firmware. 

4. After upgrading, the camera will restart automatically. 

 

Using GV-IP Device Utility  

1. On the GV-IP Utility window, find the camera with its Mac Address, click on its IP address, 

and select Configure. The login credentials are requested.

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2. Click the Firmware Upgrade tab, click the Browse button to locate the firmware file saved 

at your local computer. 

 

3. Click the Upgrade button to start upgrading the firmware. 

4. After upgrading, the camera will restart automatically. 
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6.  Restoring to Factory Default 

If for any reason the camera is not responding correctly, you can restore the camera back to 

its factory default settings using the Web interface or the Reset Button. 

 

On the Camera  

1. Find the Reset button on the camera (see 1. Camera Overview). 

2. Press and hold the button for more than 10 seconds to restore to factory default settings. 

 

On the Web Interface 

1. On the Web interface, click Config >Maintenance > Backup and Restore. 

2. Click Restore Factory Settings and then verify the password to restore all system 

settings to the default factory settings. Or, select Restore Default Parameters to restore 

default settings without resetting passwords. You can also select Keep Image 

Configuration to retain current image settings.  
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
